 Although the Lease is an “Individual Lease”, all Tenants of the dwelling unit agree to the following:
1. There is a maximum of 1 Pet per Tenant allowed in pet designated Units.  A maximum of 2 pet per Unit. 
2. Tenant shall properly dispose of pet waste and clean up after the Pet at all times on the Premises, in all common areas as well as in all areas of the building in which the Premises are situated.  If solid pet waste is found near the dwelling unit, or representative of Haverkamp Properties observes a tenant not properly disposing of pet waste there will be a $50 fine for a first violation.  The first repeat violation warrants a $100 fine and subsequent repeat violations warrant a $200 fine.  Cat litter must be disposed of properly.  Do not dispose of litter in any of the unit’s plumbing (toilet, sink, etc…).  If the tenant is found to be disposing of the litter in such a manner the tenant may be held liable for necessary repairs.
3. Tenant shall keep the Pet reasonably quiet at all times.  In the event an objectionable noise violation it is the responsibility of the Tenant to rectify the situation in a reasonable amount of time.  Tenant must be back in compliance and remain in compliance with the lease after receiving written notice from the Landlord.

4. Tenant agrees that the Pet shall not be taken outside the Premises, unless the Pet is on a leash.  The Pet shall be walked only in the area(s) so designated by Landlord from time to time.  

5. Tenant shall not allow objectionable odors to emanate from the premises.  In the event of an odor violation it is the responsibility of the lessee to incur all costs to rectify the situation in a reasonable amount of time.  Tenant must be back in compliance and remain in compliance with the lease after receiving written notice from the Landlord.

6. Tenant agrees to have the carpets professionally cleaned, deodorized, and treated for pet dander when the dwelling unit is vacated.
7. Tenant agrees that in the event of any violation of the terms and conditions set forth above, the Landlord shall have the right to demand removal of the Pet from the Premises.  Any refusal by Tenant to immediately comply with such demand shall be deemed to be a material breach of the Lease, in which event Tenant shall forfeit the Pet Deposit to Landlord and Landlord shall be entitled to any and all other remedies provided by law or equity.

If Tenant removes the pet either upon demand or by choice, Landlord shall return the Pet Deposit to Tenant less damages, if any, 30 days after the end of the lease agreement, in conjuction with an inspection of the Premises or to the building or to the common areas where the Premises are situated.

Work Program Rider and Regulations
 FORMCHECKBOX 
 The parties hereto agree to the following:
When you sign up for the work program you agree that you will be responsible for working 2 hours per week.  The work program is like any other job.  You must report to work as scheduled and complete the work to our satisfaction or you are subject to termination.  Work is done on a weekly basis.  You must keep current with your work schedule.

To ensure that workers understand their obligations we have prepared the following rules and regulations concerning the work program:
You will receive $8.00 per hour rent credit for each hour worked.  Hours worked past the last Friday of the month will be applied towards your following month’s rent.  Your obligation is always 2 hours per week; some months have 4 weeks and others have 5, so your monthly obligation will vary from 8 to 10 hours.  If all work hours are completed during the month you will receive between $64.00 - $80.00 credit towards your next month’s rent.  For each week that the required hours are not completed, you will be penalized a $25.00 fee and only receive credit for the hours you did complete.

All workers will schedule a regular weekly time period to complete their work, and plan to work their 2 hour requirement in one day when possible.  The minimum time block is one hour.  If your schedule does not permit a regular weekly time, you will need to schedule your work time each week by 5:00 p.m. on Monday of that week.  If you cannot fulfill your work requirement we recommend that you try to find someone willing to assume your work liability.  If you fail to work your weekly hours you will not be allowed to make them up unless you obtain special permission from the manager.  Failure to schedule and report for work on a regular weekly basis is grounds for TERMINATION from the work program.

If you cannot work at your scheduled time period you will need to contact the office 24 hours in advance to re-schedule for later in the same week or arrange for someone else to work for you.  If your absence is unexcused, you will not be given the opportunity to make up the hours you missed.  If you have more than one unexcused absence you will be subject to TERMINATION from the work program.



DO NOT LEAVE EQUIPMENT UNATTENDED.  If you need to use the restroom or get a drink, return to the office.  Do not go inside an apartment while on duty.  You are responsible for the equipment that you are using.  If any equipment is stolen or negligently damaged you will be charged.  Abuse of equipment is grounds for TERMINATION from the work program.



Full credit for time completed will NOT be given if the job assigned is not done to our satisfaction, or if we find that you are not working while you are on the clock.  Repeated failure to complete the job assigned, WILL RESULT IN TERMINATION from the work program.  Your liability for work begins the date your lease begins and continues until the lease expires.  You are still liable over school vacation times.  It is your responsibility to arrange to work ahead to cover the times you may be out of town, or to return on a periodic basis to keep current on your work liability.  If you are terminated from the work program, you may be charged a $25.00 monthly fee for uncompleted time each month for the remainder of your lease.  

By signing below you have read the above rules for Kirkwood Court Apartments work program and hereby agree to abide by them in conjunction with entering into the Apartment Rental Agreement to which these rules are attached.
